Warehouse Basics


Introduction
The iPOS Warehouse is a tool designed to compliment a multi-store operation of iPOS. The iPOS Warehouse is used to copy, store and collate data from all the stores.
This document will take you through the all of the concepts of how to setup the Warehouse to collect data automatically on an hourly and daily basis.
How to automate the Sales and Cube Consoles
The Sales and Cube Consoles can be run manually by selections through the Warehouse Menu system. This will start off a specific page in the warehouse. The automated version is just the same URL’s in a scheduled task. 
Warehouse Task Manager (WTM)
If you create a Scheduled Task to run Internet Explorer with each of the URL’s you would get them all firing at the same time, and Internet Explorer will refuse to close the window after executing the collection. In using Scheduled Tasks we found that what was needed was a neat way to ensure that the task completes each of the URL’s in order and closes the window afterwards.

This has been done by using the Warehouse Task Manager (WTM.exe). The WTM takes a text file that contains the list of pages to be completed as a batch. Once the file is processed the window is closed ready to run again.

Scheduled Tasks
There are 2 types of tasks to be performed on a schedule; they are Hourly and Daily tasks. You will need to login to the server with Administrator rights so you can create Scheduled Tasks via the Control Panel. First you will need to create the text files that will be passed to the WTM. You can name them anyway you like, in this example they will be called hourly.txt and daily.txt
Contents of hourly.txt

Save these text files in the same folder as the WTM.
Create a Scheduled Task

WTM.exe daily.txt
Start in the folder the files are in and run daily. (sometime early in the morning)
You will need the task to login as the administrator on the server.

Create a second scheduled task for the hourly.txt

Make sure that the task will not overlap. Start the hourly task on the hour and the daily task on the half hour.
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
