Introduction
This document will explain the changes required to an Installation of Windows 2000 Professional for it to be used as a client in an iPOS network.
Procedure – Administrator Password

With XP and Win2003 Servers you can only share devices (like printers) if you have the correct login and password. For XP we can tell the system which login/password to use for each connection, but we cannot do this for Win2K. Therefore we must login as Administrator whose login/password will work for each shared device. The Administrator password is the same for all clients and the server.

To Change the Administrator Password

Start > Settings > Control Panel > Users

Advanced

Users

Click Administrator (to highlight it)

Tasks > Set Password (from Menu)

Change the password

OK

Delete and reconnect to all of the shared devices (printers). Reboot and test that the workstation and reconnect to the devices automatically.

Procedure – Administrator Auto Login
It is Imagatec policy to have all workstations automatically login to the desktop. Since you cannot be sure when staff will need to reboot any workstation, nor can you be sure that they will ever remember a password which would be rarely used, it is reasonable to ensure that the workstation boots to a place that the staff can immediately start using the system from (the desktop). With Win2K this requires some changes.
To Auto Login Administrator

Start > Settings > Control Panel > Users

Untick the option “Users must use login and password”

The system will ask for the login/password of the User to be automatically logged in.

Enter the login and password of Administrator

OK

Reboot and test.
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
