Introduction
Use this procedure to setup the XP firewall when you make a new Internet Connection. The default settings for the Internet Firewall assumes that you will be using the computer as a workstation and not as a content server, so it blocks all incoming traffic. In order for iPOS to be seen over the Internet a small number of holes need to be punched through the wall.

The following Services are required

FTP (ports 20 and 21)

HTTP (port 80)

VNC (port 5900)

Configure the XP Firewall
Start | Settings | Network Connections
Right click on your Internet Connection Select Properties

Advanced Tab

Tick the Use Internet Firewall
Click Settings

Tick FTP

Click OK

Tick HTTP

Click OK

If VNC is not in the list then it will need to be added.

To Add VNC

Click Add

Type in

VNC

Tick VNC

Click OK
